With this letter we, the Hierarchs of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of Canada lend our
support to the Shevchenko Monument Committee in establishing a monument to Taras
Shevchenko in Ottawa, ON.

Briefly, the monument will consist of a 3-metre-high bronze statue of a young Taras
Shevchenko atop an integrated granite base. The statue was created by prominent
Ukrainian-Canadian Leo Mol and donated by his spouse Margareth.
