B At the opening session of the Full Con-

sistory Board Meeting on April 15-17,
2010, which was held at St. Andrew's

College, His Eminence Metropolitan
John announced to the Full Consist-
ory Board that after much prayer and
reflection, and due to ongoing health
related concerns, he will be retiring
as Primate of the Ukrainian Ortho-
dox Church of Canada.

To this effect he submitted an of-
ficial letter of this intent to the Council
of Bishops, Consistory Board and has
forwarded notification to the Ecumenical
Patriarch.

His Eminence indicated that it is his intention to
make his public announcement at the commence-
ment of the XXII SOBOR of the UOCC to be held
July 12-18th, 2010, in Winnipeg, MB. In his letter he
indicated that his retirement would commence on
July I18th, 2010.

On behalf of the Hierarchs, Archbishop Yurij ex-
tended words expressing the sentiments of the
Council of Bishops, commending his Eminence on
his leadership role within the Church and his work
for the welfare of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church
of Canada. Other Board members, clergy and laity,
rose and offered their words of respect and grati-
tude to his Eminence for his service to the church
and pastoral example. All attending rose and with
much love and emotion greeted His Eminence with
the singing of 'Mnohaya Lita'.
